Three creeks either run along or cut across several of the fairways and water comes into play on 
almost every hole. First tee time is 2:04 pm. Pre-registration deadline is May 1, 2009.

Tournament Rules  
& Conditions 

 
 
Format & Rules of Play 

• 2-Person Scramble 
• Men use Blue Tees; Ladies and Juniors use Red Tees 
• All putts must be holed out. No “gimmies.” 
• All shots must be played within 6” of the location of the chosen ball. Except when on the green, then all shots must 

be played from the exact location of the original ball. If the chosen ball is in the rough, bunker or hazard, then all 
shots must be played from the rough or hazard. 

• The score of the first ball holed, even if by mistake, will count and that ends the stroke play for that Hole. 
• All local rules apply. Rules: Wildwood Golf Course 

o Gravel and paved roads & other obstructions: Ball may be dropped within one club length, nearest point of 
relief, no nearer the Hole without penalty. 

o Out of bounds: Rule #27 defined by white stakes or perimeter fence. Hole #18. 
o Environmentally sensitive area; Defined by red stakes with blue tops. Holes #4, 6, 7 and 8. Under penalty of 

one stroke, drop a ball at which the original ball last crossed the environmentally sensitive area, no closer to 
the hole. 

o Elevated power lines: Hole #9. If a ball strikes an elevated power line or cable, the stroke shall be cancelled 
and replayed, without penalty. 

 
Conditions & Expectations 

• All groups MUST KEEP PACE with the group in front of them. 
• A Marshal will be on the course monitoring the pace of play. 
• All alcoholic beverages of any kind must be purchased from Wildwood Golf Course. No exceptions. 
• No coolers of any kind are permitted on the golf course. Ice packs are available to keep beverages cold. 
• Only golfers (paying customers) are permitted on the golf course. No spectators or walk-alongs are permitted. 
• All golfers must have their own set of golf clubs. Rental clubs are available for an additional fee. 
• All golfers must be at least 8 years of age. 
• All golf carts must follow the golf cart path policies at the time of play. Weather and course conditions permitting, 

carts are allowed off the path after 10:00 am on the valley floors and on Holes #16, 17, and 18 except for 100 yards 
in on Hole #16. 

• All participants for the tournament must be checked in and ready to play at least 30 minutes prior to their tee time. 
Late arrivals my forfeit their original assigned start time to the next available foursome. 

• All golfers need to show proper golf etiquette while on the course. This includes fixing all ball marks, replacing divots 
and refraining from loud and obnoxious behavior.
